1 medium onion 2 tablespoons Thai sweet chilli sauce
1 tablespoon chopped garlic 2 tablespoons fish sauce

2 tablespoons shredded ginger 3 tablespoons water

1 fresh red chilli, seeded and sliced 1 tablespoon bunch sweet basil

3 tablespoons vegetable oil
